Emphasis is placed on the fundamental role of cabin crew members in maintaining passenger and flight safety throughout all phases of flight. Students will learn standard operating procedures, safety equipment usage, pre-flight and in-flight safety checks, communication protocols, and crew coordination practices. The course also introduces the necessary actions and decision-making processes required when encountering potential abnormal or emergency situations during flight operations. Through practical applications and scenario-based training, students will develop the awareness, discipline, and professional responsibility required to ensure a safe cabin environment in accordance with international aviation safety standards.
