The course emphasizes the primary responsibility of cabin crew members in ensuring flight safety, including maintaining calm, applying standard procedures, and protecting passengers and aircraft integrity. Through theoretical instruction and introductory scenario-based training, students will develop the essential awareness and skills required to act promptly and correctly in emergency situations in accordance with aviation safety standards.
